Vehicle Parking Rules
1)   Parking vehicles on any portion of the Community, except in the garage       

parking area serving the Lot or other appropriate areas designated for parking, is not   

permitted. Vehicles include any motor homes, boats, trailers, motorcycles, mini-bikes, 

scooters, go-carts, golf carts, trucks, campers, buses, vans and automobiles.

                   ******PLEASE NOTE: PARKING IS NO LONGER ALLOWED IN FRONT OF THE POND. 

                           VEHICLES WILL BE TOWED AT OWNER’S EXPENSE. 

2) The Board may remove any vehicle left upon an area other than a garage or other designated parking area for longer than five (5) days, including any abandoned vehicle, unlicensed vehicle or any inoperable vehicle.

3) Any towed vehicle, boat, personal water craft, recreational vehicle, motor home, trailer, motorcycle, mini-bike, scooter, go-cart, golf cart, commercial truck, camper, bus, or mobile home that is not kept in a garage or other designated parking area may be removed from the Community by the Board after twenty-four (24) hours.  Recreational vehicle is defined as any vehicle that combines transportation and temporary living quarters for recreation, camping, and travel.

4) Trucks with mounted campers, which are used as a primary means of transportation on a regular basis, shall not be considered recreational vehicles. Once removed, the camper must be stored out of public view.

5) Commercial vehicles may not be visibly parked or stored on any common property or any Lot.  Construction, service, and delivery vehicles are exempt from this provision while providing service or making a delivery to a Lot or the common property.  Commercial vehicles are defined as any type of vehicle featuring any one of the following items:

· Used for a specific business or commercial purpose; or

· Bears any indicia of commercial use, including but not limited to, 

· writings, logos, or signage of a business or commercial nature; or

· Is equipped with external racks, ladders, or tool boxes; or

· Has visible work equipment stored in or on the vehicle

6) It is the Lot owner’s responsibility to see that their guests and tenants obey these parking rules.
